(iv) will not be transferred to anyone else within the RECIPIENT organization without the prior written consent of the PROVIDER.
     
3. The RECIPIENT SCIENTIST agrees to acknowledge the source of the MATERIAL in any publications reporting use of it.

4. The RECIPIENT agrees to notify the PROVIDER upon filing patent application(s) claiming inventions made by the RECIPIENT through the use of the MATERIAL.

5. Upon expiration of the effective period of this Agreement or completion of the RECIPIENT’s current research, or the RECIPIENT SCIENTIST will move to another organization, the RECIPIENT SCIENTIST will return or destroy any remaining MATERIAL.

6. Any MATERIAL delivered pursuant to this Agreement is understood to be experimental in nature and may have hazardous properties. The PROVIDER MAKES NO REPRESENTATIONS AND EXTENDS NO WARRANTIES OF ANY KIND, EITHER EXPRESSED OR IMPLIED. THERE ARE NO EXPRESS OR IMPLIED WARRANTIES OR MERCHANTABILITY OR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE, OR THAT THE USE OF THE MATERIAL WILL NOR INFRINGE ANY PATENT, COPYRIGHT, TRADEMARK, OR OTHER PROPRIETARY RIGHTS.

7. Except to the extent prohibited by law, the RECIPIENT assumes all liability for damages which may arise from its use, storage or disposal of the MATERIAL. The PROVIDER will not be liable to the RECIPIENT for any loss, claim or demand made by the RECIPIENT, or made against the RECIPIENT by any other party, due to or arising from the MATERIAL by the RECIPIENT, except to the extent permitted by law when caused by the gross negligence or willful misconduct of the PROVIDER.

8. The RECIPIENT agrees to bear the shipping costs of the MATERIAL.

9. The RECIPIENT agrees to use the MATERIAL in compliance with all applicable laws, rules and regulations of Japan and other countries.
